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AES-  
The NIST approved standard for security encryption. AES meets HIPAA requirements. 
 
Desktop System-  
A videoconferencing unit that sits on a desk. It is generally used by one or two people in the room. It 
is usually the exact same operating system as a room unit, but has less inputs and outputs and 
actually fits on a desk.  
 
H.239-  
The ability to have the presenter on a monitor while posting all separate graphics in a second monitor 
 
HD-  
High definition, includes all standard definition formats plus 720p and 1080p. High definition requires 
a minimum of 1.1 Mbps of bandwidth. They will run at standard definition at less than 1.1 Mbps.  
 
Medical Cart- 
A videoconferencing system that is intended for medical professionals. It is highly moveable and 
wheels to the end of a patient’s bed. 
 
Mobile Cart-  
A videoconferencing system that is mounted to a cart with wheels and functions in a clinical 
environment. Systems for clinical use are often placed at the foot of a bed, are safe for patient 
contact, and have a remotely controlled camera.  
 
MCU- 
Multipoint Control Unit (a.k.a. videoconferencing bridge that allows multiple sites in a call 
simultaneously). The call will either display one site at a time or else show all sites like “Hollywood 
Squares.” 
 
N/A- 
Information is not available 
 
P+C 
Polycom calls H.239 dual streaming their “People and Content.” It is the ability to show a presenter 
and their computer graphics on two different screens. 
 
PC based-  
A software passed videoconferencing application that exists within a computer. These are 
inexpensive, but have lower quality than dedicated room, mobile, or desktop systems. They also 
require the most maintenance.  
 
PTZ-  
Pan, tilt, zoom, a moveable camera 
 
Room System-  
A system intended for use by three or more people in the room. 
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SD-  
Standard definition, up to 4CIF. Most systems use this because of bandwidth limitations.
